






































Daicel’s Responsible Care Targets and Results





Global Warming Prevention and Energy Conservation
Daicel has participated in “Nippon Keidanren’s Commitment to a Low 
Carbon Society” and is working to reduce its CO2 emissions to achieve 
the industry-specific reduction target set under the Commitment for the 
year 2020.
 In fiscal 2009, impacted by rapid deceleration of the global economy, 
Daicel’s output decreased significantly. Having recovered from this down-
turn, Daicel experienced an increase in production in fiscal 2010, which 
resulted in an increase in energy consumption. Daicel’s CO2 emissions 
attributable to energy consumption rose 130,000 tons year on year to 
1,350,000 tons.
 The Company’s per-unit energy consumption index stood at 83, an 
improvement of 7 points from fiscal 2009. This improvement reflects our 
efforts to increase the use of waste tires and other recycled fuels in 
boilers and promote various energy-saving measures as well as enhanced
